Prayers of Spiritual Communion

The common practice of making such a spiritual communion indicate our desire to
join with the Lord when in a situation that makes unable to sacramentally receive
the Body and Blood of the Lord in Holy Communion at Mass.

The Mass readings will be available online or downloadable on tablets/smartphones
from www.universalis.com or www.uscch.org and search for readings - perhaps, if
you have a Sunday Missal or access to the Internet, say a brief prayer to the Holy
Spirit for light and then prayerfully read the Scriptures appointed for the day. Then
after praying for a few minutes in silence for the needs of family and friends, the
sick and the housebound, for medical practitioners and keyworkers, for the dying
and the dead, we can use on the prayers below to spiritually unite with the Lord in
the Tabernacle of our local church.
